THE GUIDING LIGHT FROM THE GROTTO 
FIRST SUNDAY OF LENT 

MATTHEW 4:1-11 

For Lent, the following fasting and abstinence regulations are observed: 

• FASTING is to be observed on Ash Wednesday (March 5, 2025) and Good Friday (April 18, 2025) by all Catholics from the age 

of 18 until the beginning of their 60th year. On days of fasting, one full meal is allowed. Two smaller meals, sufficient to maintain 

strength, may be taken according to one’s needs, but together should not equal another full meal, unless dispensed or excused. 

• ABSTINENCE from meat is to be observed by all Catholics who are 14 years of age or older. Ash Wednesday, all Fridays of 

Lent, and Good Friday are days of abstinence. 

During Lent, we seek the Lord in prayer by reading Sacred Scripture; we serve by giving alms; and we practice self-control through 

fasting. We are called not only to abstain from luxuries during Lent, but to a true inner conversion of heart as we seek to follow 

Christ’s will more faithfully. We recall the waters of baptism, in which we were baptized into Christ’s death, died to sin and evil, and 

began new life in Christ. 

Lent is a penitential season. It is a time to seek forgiveness, to look inward, and to admit our shortcomings and failures. 

All the faithful of the Diocese of Rockville Centre are reminded that “the season of Lent is penitential in nature and during Lent, 

penance should be not only internal and individual, but also external and social” (Sacrosanctum Concilium, Nos. 5, 109). 

A PIECE OF HISTORY 

FIFTIETH ANNIVERSARY OF THE 

CHURCH FIRE — SATURDAY, 

FEBRUARY 21, 1976 — 2:55AM 

 

It was early on Saturday morning, February 

21, at approximately 2:55 a.m., when a 

passerby noticed smoke billowing from the 

rear of Our Lady of Lourdes Church. The 

police were immediately notified of the blaze. 

When the alarm was broadcast over the 

Malverne Fire Department radio network, Fr. 

Vincent Kennedy, the parish’s Assistant 

Pastor—who kept a fire radio by his bedside—

was awakened by the call and sprang into 

action. He quickly drove to the church, where, with the 

assistance of Officer William Gunther, he removed the chalices, 

sacred vessels, and vestments from the sacristy to protect them 

from damage. 

 

It was believed to be an electrical fire that began in the basement 

below the sanctuary (the altar area) of the church. It traveled up 

through the walls to the altar and the sacristy.  The fire damaged 

the altar and surrounding areas, including the church steeple. 

The fire was contained within two hours. Although the church 

sustained significant damage, it was determined that it could be 

repaired. Fr. Valentine Stotz, who was Pastor at the time, 

relocated the Sunday Masses and other services to the school 

building, while weekday Masses were held in the convent (now 

the rectory residence) until repairs were completed. Weddings 

and funerals were celebrated at St. Thomas the Apostle Mission 

Church in West Hempstead. 

 

Eight firefighters were treated at the scene for minor injuries. 

This story stands as a testament to the dedication of the 

Malverne firefighters including Malverne 

Fire Chief David Weinstein, Harold Peterson, 

James Farrell, John Wolfe, John Atwell, 

“Moose” Depoto, Captain Robert Meyer, 

Herbert Rempel, George Cassidy, Joseph 

Munson, Richard Bulloss, Robert 

Chardavoyne and John Brasca.  Other fire 

departments included Lakeview and 

Lynbrook. Also, the Malverne Police Officers 

including William Gunther, the Malverne 

Police Reserve and the Malverne Volunteer 

Ambulance Corps who risked their lives to 

save the church. It is also a powerful witness to 

our former parish priests, who courageously 

worked to safeguard the sacred vessels and 

vestments used in the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass. 

 

May this account serve as a reminder during this Season of Lent 

that, as a parish community and as individual Christians, we can 

rise from the ashes of our sinfulness, temptations, addictions, 

and weaknesses. Jesus Christ shows us the way through the 

deserts of our lives. His 

“no” to sin and “yes” to 

the Father helps us each 

day through our 

temptations in life. May 

we place our trust in Him. 

May God bless you, and 

may Mary keep you and 

your families always.

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Principal’s Message 

As we begin Lent 2026, I find myself thinking about 
the quiet strength of our school community and the 
families who make it so special. 

Lent always arrives with an invitation. It is not loud or dramatic. 
It does not demand attention the way Christmas does. Instead, it 
asks something deeper of us. It asks us to slow down, to reflect, 
and to make room in our hearts for God. In many ways, that 
invitation begins at home. 

At Our Lady of Lourdes Catholic School, we are blessed with 
busy hallways, joyful classrooms, and a calendar full of activity. 
Our students are learning, growing, and discovering who they 
are called to be. But Lent reminds us that growth is not only 
academic or athletic. It is spiritual. It is personal. It is something 
nurtured both in our classrooms and around your kitchen tables. 

On Ash Wednesday, we will hear the words, “Remember that 
you are dust, and to dust you shall return.” These words ground 
us. They remind us that life is a gift and that every day is an 
opportunity to choose love, kindness, and forgiveness. They also 
remind us that faith is something we pass on gently, day by day, 
through example. 

Pope Francis once wrote, “Lent comes providentially to 
reawaken us, to shake us from our lethargy.” Those words speak 
clearly to families. Lent is not meant to weigh us down with long 
lists of things to give up. It is meant to wake us up to what 
matters most: prayer, compassion, patience, and time together. 

For our students, Lent is a chance to practice small acts of self-
discipline and generosity. It may be giving up a favorite snack, 
being more patient with a sibling, helping without being asked, 
or choosing to include someone who feels left out. These small 
sacrifices matter. They shape the heart. 

For our families, Lent can be beautifully simple. A short prayer 
before bedtime. Attending Mass together during the week. 
Talking about one thing each person is working on this season. 
Sharing a simple meal on Friday and offering that small sacrifice 
for someone in need. These moments may seem small, but they 
form lasting memories and strong faith. 

As a school family, we will walk this Lenten journey together 
through prayer, Stations of the Cross, classroom reflections, and 
acts of service. I invite you to partner with us in making this 
season meaningful for your children. Ask them what they are 
learning. Share your own Lenten goal. Let them see that faith is 
something we live, not just something we talk about. 

Lent is not about perfection. It is about intention. It is about 
turning our hearts back to Christ and trusting that He walks with 
us in our homes, in our school, and in every ordinary moment. 
When Easter morning comes, our joy will be deeper because we 
have prepared together. 

May this season bring peace to your homes, strength to your 
families, and a renewed sense of hope to our entire Our Lady of 
Lourdes community. 

Let us begin this journey as one family of faith, with gratitude 
and with trust in God’s grace.
